How to do it

1. Disconnect the battery's negative terminal setrelear the computer's memory. Leave it discamadeor 30
minutes. WARNING: Whenever removing your batteriplea ALWAYS disconnect the negative battery cable
first and reconnect it last. Otherwise you couldto®y your computer or cause a battery explosion.

. Disconnect the plug going to your idle motor evhis located on the front of your throttle body.

. Reconnect your battery's negative terminal.

. Start the engine, and set the idle to the rpmwant with the stop screw on the bottom of thettle body.

. Turn off the engine.

. Reconnect the plug on the idle motor

. Make sure all accesories (radio, blower mottr, lghts, etc) are off and start the engine.

. Let engine run for two minutes.

. Turn engine off and wait two minutes then réstagine and let idle for two minutes with all asoees on.

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Second Generation (1967-1968)

By 1967, the Mustang had something it hadn't had befamipetition. Chevrolet was now making the Camaratiao the Firebird,
and Plymouth had redesigned the Barracuda intora s@ious machine. Even within Ford, Mercury waw selling the Cougar.

Ford's response to that competition was a newhtyfigarger Mustang with an all-new body over whats pretty much the same
chassis. The wheelbase was still 108 inches, aitlength was up two inches to 183.6 inches amdyestyling feature was just a
little bit exaggerated — the grille opening wasdag the side scallops deeper, the taillights were larger and concave instead of
modest and convex, the 2+2 fastback's roof nownebete all the way back to the trunk lid's trailirdge and the convertible's rear
window was now a two-piece item made of real glastead of instantly hazing plastic. A hood wittatitecesses was optional.

The standard power plant was now the 200-cubic-gicimaking 120 horsepower with a 250-cubic-inci {#ter) 155-horsepower
six and the 200-, 225- and 271-horsepower K-code\28s optional. New on the menu was a 390-cubib-iic4-liter) "big-block”
V8 breathing through a Holley four-barrel carburataking 315 horsepower. Accommodating that widegire meant that the front
suspension's track needed to be widened by 2.®snfch clearance.

With its wider track, the '67 Mustang was a moedbk car than the '66. The seats were more corbfertand the instrumentation
was easier to read. It was, generally speakingttetbcar in every way that counted. Ford sold 366 coupes, 71,042 2+2s and
44,808 convertibles during '67 despite the new ctitipn. Of those, only 472 cars were equipped With271-horsepower 289,
while around 28,800 had the 390 under their hoods.

Federally mandated side marker lights and a regsiéld distinguished th&968Mustang from the '67 on the outside, while a sdéw
new engines set it apart mechanically. A low-perfance 195-horsepower 289 V8 was still an optiohheiother 289s were gone in
favor of two new 302-cubic-inch (4.9-liter) vers®af the small block V8. The two-barrel 302 mad8é Barsepower, while the four-
barrel-equipped version put out 230 horsepower.

More glamorous than the revised small V8s were #2¥+ and 428-cubic-inch (both convert to aboutlifeds) versions of the big-
block V8. The more radical 427, which had a sliglhtigher-compression ratio and wilder cam, wasdrate390 horsepower, while
the more civilized 428 knocked out 335 horsepoBeth the 427 and 428 were very rare options. Thigengines hinted at what
